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Nine Japanese university students arrived in
Austin in February for the inaugural session
of a new intensive English language and
American culture program at the Texas
Intensive English Program (TIEP).

The students are from Nihon University,
Mishima Campus.

Since its founding in 1965, TIEP has taught
English to thousands of individual university
students, often for a semester of study or more.
But group study has been of other types.

“We’ve provided programs for groups of

English teachers and for groups of high school
students,” said Dr. Terry Simon, TIEP
Director. “But this marks the first time we’ve
had a group of university students for a short-
term program.”

Added Dr. Ronald Aqua, TIEC Vice President,
“We hope to be able to extend this type of group
program for undergraduates to other international
universities and for longer sessions.”

During their four weeks in Austin, the Nihon
University students take four hours of classes a
day in English language and American culture.
